For the 2009 year, we were able to serve 266  new Project Life patients and actually took on 6 brand 
new heart cases of children in need of heart surgery.  I have been SO blessed this year to be over the 
PL program in Honduras & look forward to helping those in need this upcoming year. To update you 
all on the previous prayer request of òTinaõs eye surgeryó: At the end of July this year, I awoke to my 
left eye being crossed inwardly.  Normally my eyeglasses corrected this problem, but for some rea-
son, the stronger muscle in that eye took completely over.  After seeing an eye surgeon in Teguci-
galpa 3 times, he asked me to please see a specialist in the US while we came home for the fall.  So, I 
was able to have eye surgery Dec.9 in Jackson, MS, which was a miracle in itself, for the first avail-
able surgical date for Dr. Milam was actually Jan.19, 2010.  We received a phone call from his office 
on Monday, Dec. 7 asking if I could come in sooner for the surgery, for he had an unexpected open-
ing...what they did not realize was we had so many friends & family members praying that I could 
have the surgery BEFORE returning to Honduras Dec. 26. I would have to return to the US in Jan. 
without John, for he would be having to lead the teams while I would be in the states for 4-6 weeks.  
I believe this was a òGod-thingó rather than a coincidence, because who could cause a cataract ma-
chine to all of a sudden break down, only to allow me to have my eye surgery with enough healing 
time to keep to our schedule, to be able to return to Honduras with John, & to be able to be with the 
teams during the 2010 season?? Only GOD has this capability, & is HE ever faithful!!! As for Johnõs 
ministry with the remote teams, we have 5 remote teams scheduled for 2010. A couple of these will 
be in the mountains above El Ocotal. We will spend the week traveling and camping as we minister 
to some of our isolated churches. The other teams will be traveling to the east part of Honduras 
(Misquita Coast) where we will travel by small plane and dug-out canoe reaching those who are for-
gotten by the rest of Honduras. We continue to raise funds for the purchase of a Toyota 4x4 that we 
will need to travel in the mountains. The vehicle was ordered in September so that it would arrive by 
February for our first remote team. If you feel led to partner with us in the purchase of  the vehicle, 
you may send a donation to the address in Hattiesburg designated òJohn Woodsð Vehicleó. We pray 
that God blesses you and your family in 2010.
